Birdie Lou Counseling Center provides free counseling services to those with mild to 
moderate mental health concerns. Our treatment providers are primarily therapists- in-
training, who are closely supervised by our team of licensed clinical supervisors. Utilizing 
this model allows us to provide services at no cost to the public, ensuring that we can reach 
populations in the community who would typically not be able to afford mental health 
services. Additionally, we prioritize those without insurance so that we are providing 
access to services to those who would not traditionally be able to access care at all.
