MATH Elective: Electives for this option include five mathematics courses, upper division or graduate, minimum of 3 units per course (excluding MATH 100, 133, 134, 137, 138, 139). Special conditions apply
to graduate courses. Students choosing this option will be able to select their MATH Electives freely, as long as this decision consistent with the Culminating Experience they choose to have.

Electives (6-12 units): Units in this area may be used toward a double major or minor. Students must earn a minimum of 120 units total to graduate. The number of required elective units may vary,

depending on the amount of units earned from major and GE courses.

Upper Division Writing Skills requirement (UDWS): Consider taking ANTH 105W (UD GE MI) or ANTH 116W (UD GE ID) to satisfy your upper division Writing Skills Requirements. All undergraduate students
must demonstrate competency in writing skills by passing the Upper Division Writing Exam (UDWE) or by obtaining a C or better in an approved upper division writing course, identified by the letter "W."
Substitution: If substitutions/exceptions/waivers are made for any major courses that also meet GE and/or the Multicultural/International graduation requirement, the student is responsible for completing

additional courses to satisfy the respective areas (GE and/or MI). This also inlcudes the upperdivision writing requirement.
