As soon as they are submitted, Chris will forward to the working group of Fiorentino, Berrett and Luo for review.

January 31 – Working groups submit findings/recommendations to entire committee for consideration during the February meeting.

February 2013 – Committee sends any recommended changes to department, with a submission deadline of March 4, 2013.

March 2013 – Final Consideration/vote on recertification by SL Subcommittee.

Maggie Simms participation on the committee will conclude this semester.  The committee thanked Maggie for her outstanding service.  Chris will contact Steve Hart and Matt Jendian for suggestions on a student replacement.  If needed, Chris will contact other sources, including the Nora Chapman in the Smittcamp Honors College for recommendations.

Chris presented a brief overview and materials on the Civic Urban Education Minor.  Steve Hart will discuss this program in more detail at an upcoming meeting.
