1. Previous minutes.

2. Discussion with guests
Financial aid recently underwent peer review and identified an issue. When students who receive financial aid fail or withdraw, Fresno State must document their participation in order to determine how much aid, if any,must be repaid. Many classes don’t take attendance, making it difficult to know if a student ever attended. Now when faculty enter a grade of WU (withdraw unofficial), a date of last attendance will be required. The date will default to the midpoint of the semester, but should be changed to the actual date. They would like to have a last date of attendance entered whether grade is WU or F, but it will continue to be optional with grades of F. For online classes, “attendance” means more than just logging on, there must be some kind of participation. Blackboard may be helpful in record keeping, except that students who withdraw are often deleted from the course entirely.
Advising would like to discuss training for faculty on information they need to enter into PeopleSoft, myDegreePlan, and other systems. They are considering short, targeted with just the things they need to know, 15-20 minutes that could be presented at faculty meetings. They are interested in feedback.
