Chair Wilson mentioned that she has sent the Memos: (1) Nursing certificates and options and (2) Dual listed course to Exec committee.

Proposal for Master of Arts in Education, Option in Multilingual and Multicultural Education.
Members and visitors introduced themselves. Chair Wilson asked the rationale of the development of the Option. Teresa Huerta narrated the proposal. Other accompanying visitors provided input as well. 

· Background: According to Dr. Huerta, the proposed option has been under discussion for 30 years. Last year the department did a needs assessment at the two-day Dual Language Conference at Fresno State in Jan 2012. The survey indicated support for the program and interest in enrolling in such a program. She reported they have strong demand within the community, with 20 organizations willing to support the option.
· Goals of the proposed option include: Cross cultural program, advanced level of inquiry, research, professional preparation; prepare scholars, teachers, administrators; global education.
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· Curriculum: The curriculum builds on current courses with 4 new courses approved by the Graduate Curriculum Subcommittee. There was some discussion of the place of 153; whether this is required or an optional course. The faculty were advised to change LEE 299 exam to a comprehensive exam (with no number), and if they wished to have a thesis option, clarify as LEE 299.
· SOAP: A SOAP for the option was recently completed. 
· Enrollment: This will be a cohort model most likely based at interested school districts. A mass marketing campaign is within the plan; Fresno County, Madera County and Consortium are the platforms; this type of Option is not available anywhere from Bakersfield to Sacramento.
· Course delivery: About 30% courses are online; depending on the students’ need it may change in future; LEE 280 and LEE 220 are offered online.
· Commitment/Resources: Due to shifting demands for options and programs, they anticipate offering the Option with existing faculty;  

There were several questions and suggestions from the committee members during presentations: P and S in course matrix (Raeisi), clarification on two groups of population (Wein), 299 can be considered as a variable unit course (Brown-Welty), Clarify whether 153 as elective (Bohlin), Rationale in regard to commitments from the faculty (Lopez). The committee was satisfied with the presentation. 

The committee discussed the Option after the visitors left the room. The committee took note of the following.
