Senator Kensinger requested an amendment to the minutes.

Communications and Announcements.

A.
University Tablet Program
President Castro announced that that he has invited representatives from Apple to discuss a tablet initiative with representatives from ASI, the President’s Cabinet, and the Senate leadership. The university has also been gathering information from CSU-Northridge’s experience with their tablet program.
B.
Provost and Vice President for Student Affairs Searches.
President Castro updated the Executive committee re: the status of the Provost search. He expects to finalize the search committee membership late Friday September 13 after the Elections Committee identifies the faculty representatives elected to the search committee.
President Castro stated that he has decided not to use a search firm for the Vice President for Student Affairs search.

C.
Faculty Social Gathering Space.
Interim Provost Hoff provided an update re: ongoing efforts to create a space for faculty to gather and socialize. Senator Kensinger (State-wide) suggested considering the Vintage Room as an existing space that could be used for this purpose. Senator Botwin (Chair, AP&P) suggested framing it as a “university gathering place” rather than targeting it to faculty, because the inclusion of staff and administrators interested in joining conversations may contribute to improved morale for all.

Memo dated August 29, 2013 from Marilyn Wilson re: Returning Revised Policy for Initiating Voluntary Suspension of a Graduate Program.

G.
Duties of the Senate Executive Committee.
Senator Holyoke (At-large) presented a document summarizing the role and responsibilities of the Senate Executive Committee as described in the Constitution of the Academic Senate, Senate Bylaws, and Academic Policy Manual.
4.
Search Process for Director of University Health and Psychological Services.
Vice Chair Ayotte summarized Vice President Oliaro’s request and the requirements of APM 320 Policy on Administrative Appointments.
MSC to have Vice Chair Ayotte send a call for nominations for faculty representatives to the search committee.
In the coming weeks, the Executive Committee will consult with President Castro on developing a memo for administrators re: faculty representation on administrative search committees.

5.
APM 220 Policy on Outcomes-Based Program Review (OBPR). Second Reading.
Senator Botwin (Chair, AP&P) summarized the changes and the rationale for them. Senator Kensinger (State-wide) asked for clarification re: the origins of the policy revision. Senator Botwin explained that Dr. Sharon Brown-Welty utilized a class of doctoral students to develop some initial revisions, which were subsequently vetted by the University Graduate Committee and AP&P.
Senator Holyoke (At-large) asked for clarification re: the emphasis on “outcomes-based” review in the revised policy. Senator Botwin stated that this reflects increasing attention to outcomes assessment, changing WASC standards, and the university’s Student Outcomes Assessment Policy (SOAP).

Senator Kensinger asked if AP&P reviewed the current SOAP to ensure APM 220 is consistent with the university SOAP. Senator Botwin answered no, but OBPR only requires reporting of summary statistics, not the raw data governed by SOAP.
Senator Blair (University-wide) asked if there is concern that outcomes assessment is over-emphasized in the APM 220 revision. Senator Botwin stated that it is heavily emphasized but not problematically so.

Interim Revised Policy and Procedures for Addressing Discrimination, Harassment, and Retaliation (APM 369 and G-25).  Personnel Committee. Second Reading.

Proposed MA Option in Multilingual and Multicultural Education. First Reading. 

Professor Teresa Huerta (Literacy, Early, Bilingual and Special Education) described the new program and rationale for it.

Chair Williams asked Dr. Huerta to address the budget implications identified in the memo from the University Budget Committee re: this Option. Dr. Huerta stated that she had met with the Dean of the Library and informed him that she did not anticipate a need for any new library resources.

Senator Kensinger asked if the program has consulted with existing undergraduate Spanish and Social Work programs. Dr. Tracz (Educational Research and Administration) stated yes, and although this Option does not teach foreign languages, students may well wish to take advantage of resources available from those other programs.
