The meeting was called to order at 10:02 a.m. in Thomas Administration, room #117. 
1. Minutes from October 2012 and November 2012- no quorum at either meeting. MSC to approve minutes.
2. Retroactive withdrawl time limits
· Tina Beddall and Ellen Klute from the Registrar’s office discussed the overall process for adds and withdrawls and the appeal process, all based on APM 231. They also explained the process for students (current or former, for whom a degree has not been granted) to request adds/withdrawls for documented hardship beyond the timelines outlined in APM 231. APM 231 currently contains no language that speaks to this. They requested the committee consider an amendment to APM 231 that would provide a time limit for these actions and provided a suggestion for language for the committee to consider. The committee requested information on policies from other CSU’s. Ellen Klute to forward that information to N. Nisbett. D. Clark also volunteered to solicit input from other campuses.
Committee discussion of need for amendment. Consensus to move forward with creating a draft amendment to forward to the executive committee for consideration. Preliminary discussion of an appropriate time limit to request retroactive adds/withdrawls and whether exception language should be included. N. Nisbett to request electronic version of language from Ellen Klute to distribute to committee. Committee members to review APM 231 and be prepared to discuss language for draft amendment at next meeting.
