Announcements:

· Memo on APM 215

New Business

Review of petitions submitted:

There are 4 petitions that have been submitted. 

The first student’s (SL-March 10, 2020) petition was based on the justification the assignments were paper based on not returned. The student submitted a waiver for area IC . It was  approved unanimously. 

The second student’s petition (MP-March 10, 2020) was submitted, but there is record of all the submissions. The student submitted a waiver for area A1. The student does not need a petition. The petition was not called for a vote. 

The third student’s petition (JS - March 10, 2020) was based on the justification that the instructor did not specify them to upload the reflection in the GE ePortfolio. The student submitted a waiver for area B4. It was approved with one abstention (due to a conflict of interest). 

There was a motion for the chair to have a copy of the email of the petitions. It was approved unanimously. 

The fourth student’s petition (SP- March 10, 2020). The student submitted a waiver for area B4. It was approved unanimously.

Assignments of reviews - pairings and norming plans:

Lisa and Sankha reviewed the submissions for area B outcomes. There was an issue with the submissions of the 2 Outcome 2 and none of the submissions conforms with the rubrics. 

The initial assignments for GE Area B evaluation assignments have already been assigned. The deadline for the completion of the evaluation is May 18, 2020. Melissa will email everyone about the assignments and set up norming sessions. 

There were a few changes in Biology for non-lab options. Biology has been teaching in B2 and the rubrics will need to be evaluated next academic year. The Chemistry department is also discussing offering non-lab options in area B1. B1 has an EES course that has a non-lab option. 

Review drafts of rubrics Area E (outcome 1 and 2):

Area E outcome 1 was reviewed. A few grammatical changes were made. 

The criteria is, Student explains how humans are physiologically, socially and psychologically integrated. 

The modified rubric for Advanced- 3 - Student explains how humans during their lifetime are integrated or connected physically, socially, and mentally and gives multiple examples

Proficient- 2 - Student explains how humans during their lifetime are integrated or connected physically, socially, and mentally and gives at least one example

Developing – 1 - Student does NOT explain how humans during their lifetime are integrated or connected physically, socially, and mentally and does not give at least one example

The changes were approved unanimously. 

Area E outcome 2 was reviewed. This was approved with minor changes. It was approved unanimously. The rubric was approved.
